· Several solicitor tags have been issued; last week there was a set of 8 (pest control) and beginning today there is a set of 6 (solar panels); a photo id is issued for each solicitor and information is placed on the police department Facebook page

· Monthly reports were distributed to Council members; it was noted that mental health calls and juvenile calls were up
· Reminded all that the police department website and community dashboard has a lot of information available

· The department has obtained a simulator training tool  
· The department will continue community outreach with a couple new events which will include a Walk & Talk event held once per month in June, July & August and a popsicle with a cop event is being planned

Alderman Kreinbrink made a motion to approve the purchase of a new squad vehicle at a price not to exceed $63,294.00. Motion was seconded by Alderman Littlebrant.  Aye:  Aldermen Arnett, Erickson, Fritsch, Kreinbrink, Littlebrant, Robinson & Whitecotton   Nay:0   Motion carried 7:0
Alderman Kreinbrink questioned if delivery will be in 10 days as stated and if all the accessories will be installed. Chief Senne noted that the vehicle can still be driven to trainings until it is fully installed.
